This position includes a 9-month contract with a competitive
monthly stipend and a tuition waiver. Additional compensation in summer will be available
depending on the project’s needs. The successful candidate will be strongly recommended to
apply to the Higher Education Administration Ph.D. program (application deadline for fall 2024
is April 15, 2024).
